Title: Requesting the immediate release of Mrs. Sumlut Roi Ja who is from Khai Ban village, Loije, Moe Mauk. Mrs. Sumlut Roi Ja was arbitrarily arrested by Burmese military soldiers under the command of Light Infantry Battalion 321, Loije.

Regarding this case, I, father-in-law of Mrs. Sumlut Roi Ja would like to ask the Minister of Kachin State for her immediate release.


On 28th October 2011, at around 3.30 pm, I Mr. Maru Ze Dau (age 70), my daughter-in-law Mrs. Sumlut Roi Ja, and my son Mr. Maru Dau Lum (Roi Ja’s husband, age 31) were working in our corn field. While we were working, three Burmese soldiers came and pointed their guns at us and ordered us to send our corn to Loi Bum military camp.  


I, Mr. Maru Ze Dau and my son, Mr. Maru Dau Lum were accused of being Kachin Independence Army soldiers. We explained that we were just ordinary villagers but the Burmese soldiers threatened that they would kill us and tied us up with ropes, then led us to their military camp. My son and I ran away on the way but my daughter-in-law, who was walking with the soldiers, was kept in custody.  Today it has been eight days and we do not know if she is still alive.
 Therefore, we the family are very worried.

My grand-daughter Lum Naw is still breast-feeding. She has never been apart from her mother so is missing her and crying a lot. For me, as I am already 70 years old, I cannot look after my grand-daughter well. My son is also badly traumatized by the case. 

Once, I also served in the Burmese Army during 1969 to 1975 at Ma O Pin military camp, Infantry Battalion 27. My own soldier number was 340328. 

Thus, I would like to ask the Minister of Kachin State to immediately release my daughter-in- law, Mrs. Sumlut Roi Ja.
